These organizations help older adults making 
less than $22,000 a year apply for:

He applied for a Medicare Savings Program,  

but never heard whether he was approved.  

A benefits counselor called the state and  

discovered that Joe’s application had been 

missed. Recognizing the error, the agency 

turned on the benefits to help Joe with his  

Medicare Part B expenses and set them to 

be retroactive to the day he applied.
